Balmer Lawrie forayed into the Container Freight Station business two decades ago (1994) when the
first CFS in the Eastern Region was set up by it in Transport Depot Road, Kolkata on 4.5 acres
of land. Over the last 20 years, the CFS was expanded to meet the continuous rise in demand and
today, it is spread over 16 acres. BL set up two more CFSs at the dawn of the new millennium in
Mumbai and Chennai. Today BL is equipped to handle a throughput of upto 2,40,000 TEUs per
annum. To share this moment of pride, it hosted a dinner on 30th January, 2015 at Spring Club,
Kolkata for the Shipping lines. Senior Executives of BL including Mr K. Swaminathan, COO [LI], Mr.
R.S. Louis, VP [LI] and others were present on the occasion. BL s setting up a Multi Modal Logistics
Hub in Vizag in partnership with Vizag Port Trust and 3 Temperature Controlled Warehouses
in Hyderabad, Mumbai and NC Region.

On 6th February, 2015 the results for the quarter ending 31st December 2014, were adopted by the
Board. The net income was Rs 735.84 crores and the net profit stood at Rs 36.24 crores. The net
income for nine months ending 31st December 2014 was Rs 2169.48 crores, PBT was Rs 116.24
crores and net profit stood at Rs 78.53 crores.

Balmer Lawrie was awarded a trophy and a certificate for winning OTM India's Top 100 Travel
Producers Award 2015. OTM, which is India's biggest Travel Trade Show, was held recently in
Mumbai.

GLIMPSES FROM THE MAXIMUM CITY

The Gateway of India is a
monument built during the
British Raj in Mumbai. It is
located on the waterfront in the
Apollo Bunder area in South
Mumbai and overlooks the
Arabian Sea. The structure is a
basalt arch, 26 m (85 ft) high.
It lies at the end of Chhatrapati
Shivaji Marg at the water's
edge in Mumbai Harbour. It
was a crude jetty used by the
fishing community which was
later renovated and used as a
landing place for British
governors and other prominent
people. The structure was
erected to commemorate the
landing of their Majesties King
George V and Queen Mary at
Apollo Bunder, when they
visited India in 1911.
